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Publication in high-profile journals is important for individual,
institute, and scientific progress. However, the standard for planning,
executing, and writing manuscripts with high-profile potential is
difficult to achieve. In this seminar, | will address this problem based
on my experience as a Senior Editor of the journal Neuron, and new
perspective from current work at the RIKEN Brain Science Institute to
catalyze increased high-profile journal output. | will discuss how
journal editors assess manuscripts and propose philosophical and
practical strategies for aligning research planning with performance.
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
